This first part surveys bibliographies, journals, manuals, anthologies, major treatises and
surveys in that order. In each category, the sequence of languages is Spanish, Portuguese,
Catalan, Romance, Latin (including Spoken [Vulgar] and Medieval Latin), and Modern Languages
(Linguistics). The journals are listed alphabetically, while the entries in the other subdivisions
appear in reverse chronological order, according to the year of the first edition. Most of the lists
are highly selective, in particular with regard to Latin and Modern Languages (Linguistics).
The compilers have attempted to build on existing bibliographies rather than replicate their
contents. When such bibliographies provide substantial commentaries or other useful
information, for instance, book reviews, references to them are included. We encourage readers
to advise us of errors and omissions; please be aware that this bibliography is maintained
online, so that the only current, and official, version will be the electronic one. It is
anticipated that all printouts will soon become obsolete. Users may therefore prefer to limit
hard copy requests to the sections of immediate interest.
